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Visual Literacy: Show and Tell  
 

We can learn to be literate in a variety of ways and the word ―literacy‖ itself no longer 

refers only to reading and interpreting text. Our curriculum requires that students become 

scientifically-literate, mathematically-literate, environmentally-literate, and emotionally-

literate beings. With a broader notion of what it means to be ―literate‖ we can teach 

children to gain information visually and thus become visually-literate beings as well. 

―Information literacy is more than communicating with words, because many information 

texts also include important visual elements, such as diagrams, graphs, maps, and tables‖ 

(Moline, 1995).  

 

If we consider visual literacy as another way of reading and writing information, then we 

can explore strategies for teaching these skills. By ‗matching text and purpose‘ we can 

decide the best way to explain, report, instruct, recount or persuade by using and 

interpreting drawings and diagrams along with text features.  

 

Consider how illustrations in a picture book can be used to demonstrate the same features 

of text discussed above.
